
 
Gentofte Cup 2015 as part of EuroLeague Skaterhockey  

 
Gentofte Cup in skaterhockey will take place on 14th-15th November, 2015 in Gentofte, a 
suburb to Copenhagen, Denmark. 
 
Games to be played indoor on a 20x40 meter concrete floor with an epoxy surface. 
 
The tournament will be an International Men B-Tournament so an ITC is required for all 
participating teams. 
 
There will be played a number of games Saturday and Sunday. The schedule will be 
announced when the final number of participating teams are known. 
 
For the Danish teams this event will also be the final of the Danish National Cup 
Championship 2015 with the qualification for the IISHF European Cup Winners Cup 2016. 
 
Select teams are allowed to take part in the tournament. 
 
Registration 
Deadline for registration of the participating teams Friday October 31, 2015.

Late registration possible latest Saturday November 7, 2015. However please note that the 
payment for ITC increases when it’s not delivered and approved by the National Member 
Association on Friday October 31, 2015. 
 
Number of teams 
The event will take place with a minimum of 2 teams.  
Maximum number of teams 8.  
 
Select teams 
Select teams are welcomed in the tournament however one club has to take the 
resposibility in regards to the participation. 
 
Payment 
Price for the tournament is 1.500 Dkr. for each team (appx. 200 Euro). 
 
If there is a limited number of teams payment will be reduced to 400 Dkr. (appx. 55 Euro) 
for a game (based on a game of 3x15 minutes).  
 
ITC – Travel document 
Each team has to make an ITC to be approved and delivered by their National Member 
Association. 
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Changing rooms 
Changing rooms will be available in another building at Gentofte Sportspark. 
 
Information about the rink 
The rink is placed in a new building which was open August 2014. The pitch is well suited 
for playing skaterhockey however there is no heating in the building so bring warm clothes 
for this time of the year. 
 
The rink has a capacity of 349 persons. In the hall there is a heated clubroom where 
teams can stay and some food will be served. Other meals will have to be ordered from 
the outside.

Rink: Black Building north of the new major construction building at Gentofte Sportspark.
